The Board members plan on monitoring the reports from the Water District closely. 

           2.  Correspondence:

The Chairman Al Carlson announced that a Public Hearing Notice from the Sanford Planning Board was being held on August 5, 2015.  The request for the Public Hearing came from Matt Pepin, R. Pepin & Sons for approval to operate a mineral extraction operation (Tax Map R13, Lot 11B, Rural Mixed Use Zone) which abuts the Alfred Town Line.  The Board Members addressed the issues, location and effects they may have on the area and roads. 

3.  Old Business:

Kathy Connor, Senior Planner for Southern Maine Planning and Development Commission (SMPDC), sent the proposed amendments to Alfred’s zoning ordinance reflecting DEP’s latest round of changes to the State’s Shoreland Zoning Regulations.  The changes were reviewed and a suggestion to continue an in-depth review of each section at the next meeting.  A motion to that effect was made, and seconded, all voted in favor.
