REGULAR MEETING

January 22, 2015

Heidi Gendreau opened the meeting at 6:30 pm. Present were Jim Allaire, Joyce Krahling, Cynthia Swaney, Virginia Martin and Scott DeWolfe. Secretary, Donna Pirone was out ill and Virginia Martin took the minutes.

Jim Allaire has taken the position of CEO for the Town of Alfred and will be unable to continue to serve on the Board.

New officers were proposed. Heidi Gendreau was nominated by Scott DeWolfe as Chairman. It was seconded by Cynthia Swaney. All voted in favor.

Virginia Martin was nominated as Co-Chairman by Heidi Gendreau. It was seconded by Joyce Krahling. All voted in favor.

Minutes from March 17, 2014 were read and approved.

Minutes from December 8, 2014 meeting and Public Hearing were discussed and approved.

It was agreed to request an answer to what the sale of property with a variance including specific condition does.  Heidi Gendreau agreed to seek that answer for the Board.

Mr. Donald Fields has been advised that his approval for variance would be questioned by a person expected to appear at our Board of Appeals meeting.  It was then explained that no decision would be made concerning this matter tonight because this was strictly an organizational meeting for the Board itself. He was told that he would be notified of any further action taken.  Noted that he would be unavailable February 10th through19th and March 7th through 20thfor any hearings.
