THE ALFRED PLANNING BOARD
MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 			FINAL


July 15, 2015

Al Carlson Chairman opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. Present were Ray Blanchette, George Dugovic, Richard Pasquini, Art Karcher, John Ibsen, Fred Frodyma, Jim Allaire CEO, and Susan Crowell Secretary.  Also attending the meeting were Selectmen John Sylvester, George Donovan and Attorney Leah Rachin.

Old Business:

Al Carlson started the meeting off with mentioning the letter the Board received from Attorney Leah Rachin representing Amy Boothby.  At the request from the Alfred Selectmen, one of the conditions set for the kennel permit was the disposal of dog waste through a private hauler.

Attorney Leah Rachin spoke on behalf of Amy Boothby stating that she had tried numerous private haulers to remove the waste, in a timely manner and adhering to the 4 day removal ordnance, but had no success in finding one.  She asked that the condition be amended so Amy Boothby would be allowed to dispose of waste as originally proposed by double bagging and bringing it to the transfer station at least every four days. Mrs. Boothby plans to abide by the other two conditions in breeding only golden retrievers and keep the number of adult dogs to fifteen.

John Sylvester mentioned that the Board of Selectmen manages the transfer station. They are concerned about the waste that goes into the town transfer station and its expense of the disposal.

Attorney Leah Rachis read the Alfred Town Ordinance 144.4 on acceptable waste and clarified that the dog waste comes under the category of acceptable waste. 

Several Planning Board Members felt the state guide lines recommending the double bagging method for licensed kennels was adequate.   The amount of waste for 15 dogs is small compared to 300 dogs in the town of Alfred.

The Selectmen understand the Town Ordinance and will address the issue by bringing it to the attention of the Alfred Town Attorney. They will respect whatever the Planning Board decision makes.

Fred Frodyma made a motion to approve the slight revision to the previous approved application, excluding the condition of removal of dog waste by a private contractor, seconded by George Dugovic.  Majority of Planning Board Members voted in favor.




Al Carlson suggested to the board that a form letter to be setup to streamline the I Home Occupational Business application when reviewing the ordinances.

The minutes from The Public Hearing and Regular Meeting held on July 1, 2015 were reviewed; Al Carlson made suggestion to revise a section of the minutes at a later date and approve the minutes at the next meeting. The motion was made by Art Karcher and seconded Richard Pasquini, all voted in favor. 

Correspondence:

The Board members discussed the results of the Alfred Water Dept quarterly reports for Nitrate Testing, especially on the TW1-92 Well.
Jim Allaire CEO, will be reviewing the Alfred Water Dept. quarterly reports and monitoring the County Septic System. He will then forward the County’s information to the Water Department.
George Dugovic inquired about the timing process of when the county pumps the Septic System.

New Business:

Selectmen John Sylvester and George Donovan reviewed the Brothers Shore Land Property purchase of 33.6 acres on Shaker Pond for an Alfred Town Beach Access.
There isn’t an area on the 33.6 acres parcel that you could build a house.  The Working Group and Budget Committee viewed the site on Tuesday, 7/14/15.  There may be room for a parking area as you go through the gates off Route 202 on the right.  
Fred Frodyma and George Dugovic mentioned about the vault system for bathroom facilities.  Water access will be limited to no boat ramp, no motor boats, just carry in as canoes or kayaks.  Gates will be open at certain times of the day.
Meetings will be held on three Tuesdays in August starting on August 4th and the Referendum at the end of September. 

There will be liability and maintenance issues.  Water testing also needs to be addressed.  The purchase will be funded through The Capital Improvement Fund Account.

Al Carlson brought up the Land Use Issues going from private to public with Jim Allaire CEO.
John Sylvester mentioned the DEP will be reviewing the Shoreland restrictions and Grandfather Issues.

The Board decided to skip the next schedule meeting on August 5th and meet again on 
 August 19th.
