MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING & PUBLIC HEARING				FINAL


June 17, 2015

Al Carlson opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. Present were Ray Blanchette, Art Karcher, Fred Frodyma, John Ibsen, Jim Allaire CEO, and Secretary Susan Crowell.

The minutes from Regular Meeting held on June 3, 2015 were reviewed; John Ibsen made the motion to approve the minutes, and seconded by Fred Frodyma, all voted in favor. 


Public Hearing:
7:15PM
Ronald Darling did not show up for his Public Hearing, to convert the old Alfred Grange into storage units located at 1003 Church St. (Map 11 Lot 26). There were four abutters that came to attend the meeting; Stephen & Kara Harrison and Alan & Cherie Racicot.  The Planning Board received one letter written by Denise Menelly with objections to the Land Use Permit. At 7:20 PM; Al Carlson made a suggestion to the Planning Board to withdraw the Land Use Permit for Ronald Darling as he did not show up for the Public Hearing.  John Ibsen made a motion and Ray Blanchette seconded the motion and all voted in favor to withdraw the Permit.     

Public Hearing:
7:30 PM

Al Carlson opened the Public Hearing at 7:30 for the Land Use Permit from Sean and Amy Boothby to operate a Kennel as an in home business located at 2 Penney Lane. (Map10, Lot 17A). Present at the Hearing were Sean & Amy Boothby, Dr. Kiptemm their Veterinarian, Richard Menelly Jr. abutter, and neighbors Richard Menelly Sr., Susan and Marian Menelly. Introductions were made by Planning Board Members and attendees.


 Amy Boothby presented pictures of her dogs and gave a description of their current kennel they have had for over 20 years in Kennebunk and stated they plan to expand but have about the same setup in Alfred. The garage will be converted into a play area with pens and the yard will be fenced in for the dogs when outside.  They would like to breed English Cream Retrievers, she explained that this breed domineer is very calm and dorsal and they plan to have around 10 to 15 dogs. Fred Frodyma asked Amy what would be a typical day with the dogs. She explained the feeding time and daytime activities and in the evening the dogs will be kept inside. 

Al Carlson read the abutter’s and neighbors six objection letters.  He then opened the discussion up to the Attendees of the Hearing. Richard Menelly Jr. brought up the issues of Zoning Rural Residential to in home business, to the number of dogs there will be, to the noise factor of the barking dogs and the impact the kennel will have on the increase of traffic and decrease on the property values in the area.  The other attendees also expressed the same concerns.  In further discussions with the abutters, it was agreed noise was the number one factor.











Their Veterinarian Dr. Kiptemm verified the quality and health of the Boothby’s kennel and dogs located in Kennebunk; also answered question on the bacteria going into the groundwater, noise factor and the state licensing laws. 

Fred Frodyma proposed that the Planning Board set up a Site Walk to view the area to better understand some of the issues. Several other Board members agree.

Al Carlson stated that in listening to everyone’s issues and trying to treat everyone fairly, Planning Board Members should continuing the Hearing to the next meeting on July 1st and do a Site Walk prior to the next meeting. Fred made a motion have a Site Walk and Hearing continued and Ray Blanchette seconded the motion.  All voted in favor and the motion carried.

While everyone was still present it was decided to hold the Site Walk on Monday, June 22, 2015 at 3:00 PM.
