 Review for Completeness of Land Use Permit Application from Sean and Amy Boothby to operate a Kennel as a home business located at 2 Penney Lane. (Map10, Lot 17A).  Sean & Amy Boothby and Dr. Kiptemm their Veterinarian attended the meeting for the review.  Amy Boothby presented pictures of her current kennel in Kennebunk to the Planning Board as she stated they plan to have the same setup in Alfred. The garage will be converted into a play area and the yard will be fence in for the dogs.  They would like to breed English Cream Retrievers and have around 10 to 15 dogs.  Dr. Kiptemm as their Veterinarian verified the quality and health of the Boothby’s kennel and dogs located in Kennebunk.  The Alfred Zoning Code 160 – page 131 to 132 and the required information from the applicant were reviewed for completeness.  The issue of the town line in Waterboro being within the 500 feet of the property was addressed that the abutters will be notified of the Hearing on June 17, 2015.
Art Karcher made a motion to approve the Land Use Permit as completed; Fred Frodyma seconded the motion all voted in favor.

Old Business:

Jim Allaire CEO mentioned that Ronald Darling may withdraw his request for the Land Use Permit to convert the old Alfred Grange into Storage units located at 1003 Church Street.  The Planning Board stated that he would still be responsible for the cost of the Certified Letters mailed to the abutters and the notice of the Hearing in the newspapers.  The Board agreed to schedule the Hearing as planned.

SMPDC would be able to amend the town of Alfred’s ordinances to meet the DEP state regulations on Shoreland Zoning.  Kathy Connor quoted the cost would be between $500.00 and $1500.00 depending on the revisions the town of Alfred needs completed. A motion was made by Richard Pasquini and seconded by George Dugovic to proceed with the revisions, all voted in favor.
