New Business:

On March 10, 2015 at 6:00 pm, located at Conant Chapel the Alfred Board of Selectmen will hold a Candidate Meet and Greet Meeting.
Selectman, Glenn Dochtermann and Selectman, George Donovan introduced the new Planning Board/Zoning Board of Appeals Secretary Susan Crowell to the Planning Board Members.

Mrs. Nicole Duplisea plans to open a Day Care facility at the Old Alfred Jail House, 8 Court St. (Map 12 Lot 62).
Stephen MacKinnon a Trustee of the Alfred Parish Church had no objections to the day care facility and felt it would have a positive impact on the town of Alfred.  
Mrs. Nicole Duplisea plans on opening in April with three other staff member and herself with about 15 to 20 children to start.

Al Carlson read and reviewed the performance standards.  All performance standards that apply for the Day Care Business were reviewed addressing the issues of inspection by DHHS, Fire Marshall, Building Review Board and the required parking spaces.
