Feldman Director  of Land Use & Planning from SMRPC. Richard Pasquini seconded the motion, all voted in favor and the motion carried. Old Business:
George Dugovic brought up several issues of the Groundwater Nitrate testing; he requested that the secretary draft a letter to the AWD Trustees requesting that the Planning Board receive the reports for the quarterly water usage from the meter readings for the past 5 years from the 149 Jordan Spring Rd site which is currently the York County Government Building.  The purpose for this request is look for a correlation between water usage and nitrate readings and in the future to continue a study until it is determined that the nitrate plume containing water that exceeds safe drinking standards has passed the production wells.  Another concern is the frequency that the County pumps its septic system at that site and otherwise maintains its septic system.
