Public Hearing Minutes
Tuesday, February 16, 2016
Proposed Changes to the Code of Alfred’s Shoreland Zoning

Planning Board Chair Al Carlson opened the Public Hearing at 6:30 p.m. and explained the purpose of the hearing and that explanation of the various parts of the proposed amendments would be done by Planning Board members.  

The changes are mandated by the Maine DEP and our changes bring our ordinance into line with the State requirements.  

Al talked about Section 160-26, Nonconforming Structures and how the changes fit into the present ordinances.

Fred reviewed Section 160-109, Clearing or Removal of Vegetation for activities other than timber harvesting.  Fred also reviewed Section 160-109.1, Hazard Trees, Storm-Damaged Trees and Dead Tree Removal.  This section is entirely new to the Alfred Codes.  Fred continued with Section 160-109.2, Exemptions to Clearing and Vegetation Removal Requirements, and 160-109.3, Revegetation Requirements, which are also both new sections.  

Al discussed Section 160-117 Agriculture which had one small change from the present ordinance.

Planning Board member George Dugovic explained Section 160-138, Piers, Docks, Wharves, Bridges and other Structures extending over or below normal high-water line of water body or within wetland, and shoreline stabilization.  

Sections 160-143, Timber Harvesting within the Shoreland Zone and Section 160-144, Code Enforcement Officer had no significant changes from existing ordinances.  

There was a minimal amount of discussion from the attendees at the Hearing.  Fred Frodyma, a Planning Board member, said he thought the recommended changes were somewhat of an overkill for activities in the Shoreland Zone.
