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THE ALFRED PLANNING BOARD

September 2, 2015

Chairman Al Carlson opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.. Present at the meeting were Ray Blanchette, George Dugovic, Fred Frodyma, Richard Pasquini, Art Karcher, John Ibsen, Jim Allaire, CEO, Secretary Susan Crowell, Kerry Smart Superintendent of Alfred Water District, Tom McEwen and Greg Knight, Trustees of the Alfred Water Board.
 
The minutes from the Regular Meeting held on August 5, 2015 were reviewed and a motion was made to approved the minutes as corrected by Ray Blanchette and seconded by Fred Frodyma, all voted in favor.

1.  New Business:

Jim Allaire, CEO brought up the issue of the new construction that is adding two office spaces for additional personnel at the York County Government Building on 149 Jordan Spring Road (or Rte. 4) and stated that the Planning Board was aware of the addition.  Jim Allaire plans to follow up on the development of the new construction. Superintendent Kerry Smart and Alfred Water District Trustees explained their concerns of the new construction at the York County Government Building in relationship to the Groundwater Nitrate Levels.
Jim Allaire, CEO will attend The Board of Trustees of the Alfred Water District meeting on Wednesday, September 9th  to hear York County’s renovation plans for the new construction. The Planning Board plans on closely monitoring the reports from the Water District.  When asked by the Board Members if there was an alternative water source that could be used, Kerry Smart, Superintendent stated there are other water sources but it would be very costly for the Town of Alfred to install the pipe, and very few grants and Federal Funds available to assist in the cost. 

           2.  Correspondence:  There was no correspondence at this time.
	
3.  Old Business:

The Board Member discussed Southern Maine Planning and Development Commission’s (SMPDC)  proposed amendments to Alfred’s zoning ordinance reflecting DEP’s latest round of changes to the State’s Shoreland Zoning Regulations.  Under item D. Reconstruction or replacement in the Shoreland District stated In no case may a structure be reconstructed or replaced so as to increase its nonconformity.  Page 12, Section 160-109.2 Exemptions to Clearing and Vegetation Removal Requirements and Section 160-109.3 Re-vegetation requirements. The changes were reviewed and a suggestion to continue an in-depth review of each section at the next meeting.  A motion to that effect was made, and seconded, all voted in favor.
